Equations should be centred and numbered consecutively. Text of the equations: Times New Roman, 11 pts., single space.
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The number of the table, graphic or figure will be presented in bold, before the name of the item, both aligned to the center. The name of the item will be presented in bold, using the same font as the rest of the text, and placed on the top of the table, graphic or figure.
